Go Fish Place Value
Goal: Collect three forms of the same number (standard, expanded, word). The person who has the most sets of three at the end of the game wins. 
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Directions: Quickly shuffle cards. Each player gets 4 cards. The rest are placed face down in the middle. Players check to see if they have a set of three. The first player will say to the person on the left “Do you have__________ (gives the form of the number).” If they do, it is given to the player. If not, the player asked says “Go Fish!” and you must draw one card from the pile. When you have a set of three, lay it down face up in front of you. Play continues this way until all sets of three are found. 

“Check” out Number Forms

Goal: Write the most checks correctly.
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Directions: Each player takes a “check book.” Place game cards face down in a pile in the middle. The first player draws a card and reads the number aloud. All players then try to write the number on the check in either word form or standard form (the opposite of what is on the card). When everyone is finished writing, all players show their checks. If it is written correctly, the players earn a point. Continue playing in this manner until all cards are used. The person who writes the most checks correctly wins.  
To Value or Place Value?
[image: image3.wmf]Goal: Tell the difference between the value and the place value of a digit.

Directions: Place the smaller cards that say value or place value in a bag. Quickly shuffle the larger number cards and stack in the middle. The first player draws a card from the bag and one card from the stack. The player must correctly give the value or place value of the underlined digit on the larger card. If the correct answer is given, the player earns a point. Play continues until all number cards are used. The player with the most correct answers wins.
