Literature Circle Roles

1. Super Summarizer

Your job is to prepare a brief summary of today’s reading. Your group discussion will start with your 1-2 minute statement that covers the key points, main highlights and general idea of the reading. Your summary should be no more than three sentences.

2. Dynamite Discussion Director

Your job is to develop five questions that your group may want to discuss about this part of the story. Don’t worry about the small details; your job is to get the members of your group to talk about the big ideas in the reading. NO YES/NO QUESTIONS or questions that can be answered with one word! YOU MUST have the answers to your own questions written on your paper!!!
3. Cool Connector

Your job is to find connections to the reading and the world outside. This means connecting the reading to your own life, something going on at school or in the world, similar events that happened at different times, or other people and places.  You might also find a connection between today’s reading and another story or book you have read before. Whatever the reading connects you to is worth sharing! You should find at least two connections and write them in complete sentences.

4. Word Wizard

Your job is to be on the lookout for some especially important words in today’s reading. Write down the word, its page number, and its definition. You may also find words that are repeated a lot or are used in an unfamiliar way. Find at least 5 words!!!
5. Interesting Illustrator

Your job is to draw some kind of picture related to the reading. You can draw something that is discussed specifically in the book, something the reading reminded you of, or a picture that shows any idea or feeling that you got from the reading. You can even label things in your picture. Do not just copy the illustrations from the book. WRITE ONE SENTENCE DESCRIBING YOUR PICTURE on the front of you paper.

You will do a different role everyday. Your job must be completed by the time your circle meets. On Friday, all of your roles will be collected. Use notebook paper for roles 1-4 and PLAIN WHITE PAPER for role 5.
